Do you ever find yourself taking two, three, heaven fore-bid four shots to get out
of abunker? If you're playing here at Captiva lsland Golf Club, that scenario is
not hard to imagine. Eight out of nine holes have sand traps, and take it from me
they are easy to find.

In thisinstallment, | will give you two unconventional, yet easy ways to get
yourself out of that confounded sand trap in just one shot.

Case Study number one: You arein agreenside bunker and thereisno lip
where the sand meets the grass. Not many pros will tell you to do this but trust
me, it works. Putt the ball. That’sright, putt it. Alwaystake afew practice
swings without hitting the sand first, to get afeel on how hard you have to hit the
ball to get it out of the trap, through the rough, and onto the green. If you hit the
ball square, it should just roll right out of the sand trap, hop a couple timesin the
rough or fringe, and the roll safely on the green for an easy two-puitt, or even bet-
ter, an up and down sand save. Don't forget to read the slope of the green and
aim accordingly.

Case Study number two: If thereisalip where the sand meets the grass, then
putting is obviously out of the questions. In this case, instead of opening your
stance and clubface like most pros will tell you, keep your normal stance, and
keep the clubface square and aimed at your target like anormal shot. Imagine a
spot about a half an inch behind the ball. Grab a sand or pitching wedge, and
take a controlled yet aggressive swing, making sure to hit that spot in the sand,
not the ball. Make sure to follow through just like your normal swing after you
hit the sand. If done correctly, the ball should pop right out of the trap and onto
the green.

Next time you find yourself in a greenside bunker, try one of these two tips, your

scores and frustration levels are sure to come down.
